Thomas Walker is a natural resource economist with over 25 years of experience conducting environmental policy and economics projects for public, private and non-profit clients.  In 2008, he returned to Massachusetts from Switzerland, where he directed the establishment of a new $4 billion ecological restoration program for the United Nations Compensation Commission in Geneva. Paul Van Deusen is a Forest Biometrician and Principal Research Scientist with NCASI where he works on forest environmental issues of interest to the forest products industry in the US and Canada.  He led the team that developed the Carbon On-Line Estimator (COLE http://ncasi2.org/COLE/ ) for estimating forest carbon pools in the US.  Dr. Van Deusen has also developed other on-line tools (e.g. Gforest) that allow users to access USDA Forest Service Inventory data that is based on more than 150,000 forested plots located throughout the US.  He has recent publications on the topics of carbon sequestration in forests and products and on indirect costs of forest certification.
